FAA,  CUSTODIAL/CLEANING – Custodial/Cleaning services which are part of facilities operations and are for real property.  If the specific task codes offered below do not cover a specific activity, such as window washing, use FAA.  Note:  Does not include cleaning of personal property items, i.e. furniture.
FAB.  Pest Control - animal/insect control - interior and exterior.
FAC.  Trash Removal - Includes all trash removal including cost associated with recycling.
FAD.  Janitorial Services – any janitorial, cleaning, or custodial services contract not otherwise included in the lease or covered by other agreement.  For owned sites, this service includes general housekeeping chores such as cleaning, vacuuming, dusting, and wastepaper basket emptying.  It does not generally include trash removal (from the premises), snow removal, or maintenance of any equipment.  For leased sites, the janitorial service contract could include trash removal, snow removal, and some equipment maintenance.

FBA.  MAINTENANCE/REPAIR - All preventive and corrective maintenance associated with the upkeep of the facility.  Do not include costs associated items classified as personal property, such as antennas.  However, it may include antenna bases if defined as real property.  Exception:  Separate preventive maintenance task codes are offered for generators, HVAC, and UPS units.
FBB.  Elevator – any elevator maintenance contracts outside of lease or tenant agreement.

FBC.  UPS - Major uninterruptable power systems that provide power to a number of major systems or a facility.  Not intended to track costs of smaller LAN UPS systems.  Generally would be large building multi battery systems that bridge between local power and a generator backup power.  This therefore does include personal property UPS systems.  The actual agreement can vary greatly from site to site due to remoteness of location, availability of in-house support, scope of contract, and economic factors.  Generally speaking, the in-house staff is not trained to repair the UPS beyond basic troubleshooting/fault isolation and circuit board/battery replacement.  Because of the relatively high cost, full service UPS contracts are avoided, and arrangements are made locally to cover emergencies only.
FBD.  Electrical – All other non-UPS electrical repairs and maintenance.
FBE.  Generator - All generators, both for building life safety and operational requirements.  This therefore does include personal property item generators.
FBF.  HVAC – heating, ventilation, and air conditioning system or individual components.  The actual agreement can vary greatly from site to site due to remoteness of location, availability of in-house support, scope of contract, and economic factors.

- Services Contract. Could include scheduled and emergency maintenance, depending on the site-specific situation.  Under ideal circumstances, every owned site would be covered, to the degree necessary, by a service contract vehicle.

- Controls Services.  The controls systems that governs the temperature levels, etc. are different from one site to the next and usually require a separate service contract from the HVAC system, if one is available at all.

FBG.  Structural/Roof – any replacement or repair of roof or structural components.

FBH.  Plumbing - any replacement/repair of fixtures, pipes, drainage.  Does not include seawater systems.
FBJ.  Materials/Equipment - Materials, equipment, and supplies items for maintenance and repair functions that are carried as in-house stock or for equipment that is used on multiple jobs and that cannot and should not be assigned to a particular job.
FBK.  Garages/Shelters - costs associated with maintaining garages and shelters (e.g., snow) separate from the main facility/office.

FBL.  Towers – costs associated with repair and upkeep of the various towers supporting NOAA missions.  Could include a maintenance contract; in some case, in-house personnel perform the necessary maintenance and costs would be reflected in supplies and materials; not intended to include climbing equipment, which is considered a safety item.

FBM.  Piers/Docks – preventive and corrective maintenance of piers and docks, to the extent that these costs are separate from the lease or tenant agreement.

FBN.  Furniture – costs for replacement of office furniture (object class 2625), even though classified as a personal property item.

FBP.  Facilities General (Out Buildings) – intended to cover miscellaneous buildings sometimes found on the same campus, such as storage, upper air, generator buildings, whose costs should be separated from the main office building.

FBQ.  Building Other – any replacement/repair not otherwise covered by another code.  Maintenance contract costs that cover the range of maintenance and repair work and cannot be linked to specific systems or other contracts.  Examples include:
- Carpet/floor tile replacement.  Carpet simply wears out and must be periodically replaced to maintain appearance/safety standards.  Floor tile replacement is less common and less frequent, but possible.

- Interior painting.  To maintain a minimally acceptable work environment, painting must be accomplished every five to seven years.

- Exterior lights.  A variety of exterior lights surround the typical office buildings and the other systems at a particular location. 

FCA.  UTILITIES –

FCB.  Telephone - Work on real property for the operation of telephone systems.  Does not include the costs of telephone services, operations, or equipment or maintenance on those items.   For example expansion of a telephone room, backboard, or conduits would be included here.
FCC.  Water/Sewer - any such contracts separate from the lease or tenant agreement.

FCD.  Heating - if heating bill is separate, code accordingly; otherwise, do not use this code.

FCE.  Electrical – electric utility bill for the facility.

FDA.  ROADS/GROUNDS -

FDB.  Snow Removal – snow removal services contracted separately.  The contract can either be seasonal or event-based, depending on the local weather pattern.  For a seasonal contract, a base amount is paid regardless of whether it snows or not, with additional charges incurred for each snow event.  The event-based contract is basically an on-call arrangement triggered by the occurrence of the snow event, and is generally used by sites that incur sporadic, infrequent snowfall.  
FDC.  Landscaping - covers the basic landscaping and grounds upkeep contractual package which normally includes lawn maintenance, leaf removal, edging, seeding, and pesticide treatment.  Many leased sites have separate landscape services contracts.  These contracts could also include:

- Irrigation system repair.  Sprinkler heads are frequently damaged.

- Replacement of trees, shrubs, and other plants.  These items typically require replacement due to harsh weather or other damage.  
FDE.  Roads/Parking - primarily addresses parking lots, but could extend to roads leading to and from remote site locations, such as the NWS RDA, UAIB, ASOS, and other buildings.  Types of costs covered include:

- Seal surface, re-stripe spaces, repair and/or replace wheel stops.  The parking surface must be re-sealed periodically to prevent cracks from forming and extend the life of the surface.  The parking space markings must be repainted as a minimum when the surface is resealed, but as often as necessary to retain a usable level of visibility.  Wheel stops occasionally are damaged due to carelessness, accident and/or normal wear and tear.

-  Pavement.  Pavement is subject to the normal weathering processes and routine wear and tear.  The northern sites incur more severe damage (potholes, plowblade induced rutting and cracking, frost heaves, etc.).
FEA.  ALTERATIONS - All real property alterations that expands or changes the function of an area or facility or lengthens the facilities life beyond the original design life.  New construction to alter or add on to a facility, not repair or maintenance of existing.   Does not include: major appropriated construction projects.  See above note; or alterations for security.  See Security Task Codes.
FFA.  FACILITIES PLANNING - This code will include most professional engineering and architecture services including pre-design services, related to a new or replacement facility.  However, specific professional services costs associated with other categories would be included there i.e. repair and maintenance design would be included in that category.  As noted above, services for major projects would not be included here, they would be tracked through their appropriation.
FGA.  ENVIRONMENTAL – This set of codes cover all environmental compliance costs.  If the activity is general in nature and not directly related to the codes offered below (e.g., training, regulatory compliance), use FGA.

FGB.  NEPA - Costs associated with all professional services required to perform NEPA documentation for existing and planned NOAA facilities to include, but not limited to Environmental Assessments (Phase 1, Phase 2), Environmental Impact Statements, facility surveys for disposal actions.
FGC.  Tanks - Above ground and underground ‑ Costs associated with all maintenance activities performed to ensure tank is in compliance with federal, state and local requirements to include operational permits, physical upgrades, SPCC Plan preparation and updates, and cathodic protection inspections/verifications.
FGD.  Hazardous Materials - Costs associatedwith the proper storage, use and disposal of all hazardous materials incompliance with federal, state and local regulations to include storage rooms and cabinets, containers, spill kits, fume hoods, professional disposal services, inspections, etc.
FHA.  SAFETY -

FHB.  Safety Equipment - Costs associated with the purchase, maintenance and operation of employee personal protective equipments (PPE) required by Federal (OSHA), state, and local agencies to include industrial hygiene testing, SCBA/SCUBA, climbing, eye and ear protection, electrical testing, first aid, emergency response (eye wash), alarms, etc.), chemical handling, etc. equipment.
FHR.  Safety Operations - Maintenance and repair work on real property or systems for fire and life safety only reasons.  Does not include general safety, safety training, personal property safety items, etc.
FJA.   SECURITY -

FJB.  Alterations - Real property alterations needed specifically for security purposes.  Does not include personal property security items, guard contracts, operations, etc.
FJC.  Operations - Costs associated with security operations, consulting, and equipment.  Does not include real property improvements for security.
FKA.  VEHICLES - 

FKB.  General Purpose – GSA vehicle costs (object class 2214) in support of the facilities maintenance mission.  This code could also be used for vehicle repair and maintenance, if any Line Office or ASC incurs such costs in support of the facility mission.

FKC.  Special Purpose – costs for vehicles other than GSA vehicles covered above, such as snowcats.

FLA.  HOUSING – Costs associated with repair and upkeep of employee housing units.

FMA.  PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE – intended to cover the costs of preventive maintenance where these costs are distinct and segregable from other corrective or emergency maintenance for specific equipments/systems. 

FMB.  Generators – PM for diesel driven/electrical power generators.

FMC.  HVAC - PM for HVAC systems.

FMD.  UPS - PM for UPS units.

NWS SUPPLEMENTAL CODES.

These codes are used within the NWS and are not necessarily intended for use by the other Line Offices unless used in the same manner as in the NWS.  Specifically, allocations are made to the site level for all cost categories; any funds added to the allocations during the course of the FY are coded with the supplemental code for easy/ready identification.

OTHER:  FTA Travel.  Intended for travel by in-house FTE specifically accociated with performance of facilities maintenance tasks.
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
